Swiss Potatoes

These are so good I'll be adding this recipe to my Thanksgiving dinner menus

Serves 8
1T butter 3/4t black pepper
2 1/2c Half and Half 4 garlic cloves, chopped
2 1/2 pounds potatoes, scrubbed, thinly 1 shallot, chopped
sliced
8oz Jarlsburg cheese, shredded
1 1/4t salt

dried parsley, for garnish

Preheat oven to 400. Butter baking dish and set aside.

Place Half and Half in large stockpot, add salt, pepper, garlic and shallots and bring to simmer
over medium high heat.

Add potatoes, adding water as necessary to completely cover potatoes. Lower heat and
simmer until potatoes are barely fork tender. Remove from heat.

With large slotted spoon, transfer potatoes out of pan and into baking dish. Layer with
Jarlsburg cheese and continue layering potatoes and cheese, ending with cheese on top.
Depending on how much of the cooked Half and Half transferred with the potatoes, you may
need to add more from the potato pot into the baking dish to make sure there’s enough liquid
and the potatoes don't dry out. Garnish with dried parsley.

Bake 30~45 minutes or until potatoes are done and cheese and hot and bubbly.

Prepare Ahead Tip
Keeps well, refrigerated, for 72 hours. Reheat in microwave until warmed through.
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
